AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE REPUBLIC OF NORTH MACEDONIA

AND
THE EUROPEAN INVESTMENT BANK

REGARDING THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE REPRESENTATION
OF THE EUROPEAN INVESTMENT BANK TO NORTH MACEDONIA

The Republic of North Macedonia (hereafter, “Republic of North Macedonia”) and the
European Investment Bank (hereafter, “the EIB”), a body of the European Union vested with
legal personality, established under the Treaty on the Functioning of the EU the members of
which are the Member States of the EU, (together, “the Parties™);

WISHING to strengthen their relations and to facilitate the realisation of European Union
objectives in the Republic of North Macedonia;

WISHING to agree on the terms concerning the establishment, within the territory of the
Republic of North Macedonia, of a Representation of the EIB (hereaftcr “the Representation”)
and the corresponding privileges and immunities necessary to the fulfilment of its missions;

CONSIDERING the Framework Agreement between the Republic of North Macedonia and
the EIB, governing the EIB’s activities in North Macedonia, signed in 2008 in Luxembourg
(“the Framework Agreement”), the provisions of which are not affected by the present
Agreement

CONSIDERING that the Republic of North Macedonia recognises the importance of
establishing a Representation within its territory;

CONSIDERING that the Representation of the EIB, and the Delegation of the European Union,
the latter having been previously established in the Republic of North Macedonia, fall within
the same legal framework, being governed by the international rules regulating diplomatic
relations and more particularly by the legal provisions of the Vienna Convention of 18 April
1961 on Diplomatic relations (hereafter, “the 1961 Vienna Convention on Diplomatic

relations”);

CONFIRMING that the Republic of North Macedonia considers that the Representation of the
EIB, its Agents and Employees and the members of its Governing bodies shall benefit, by
virtue of the present Agreement, from a regime that is at least comparable to that granted to the
Delegation of the European Union and to its officials, agents and members,

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:



Article 1

For the purpose of the present Agreement

“Agent of the Representation” means the Head of the Representation as well as any
other expatriated agent assigned by the EIB to the Representation.

“Archives of the Representation” means all records, correspondence, documents and
other materials, including manuscripts, still and moving pictures and film recordings,
computer programs and written materials, video tapes and discs as well as discs or tapes
containing data belonging to or held by or on behalf of the Representation.

“Employee of the Representation” means the staff recruited locally under separate
instruments provided for the employment of personnel outside the principal office of
the EIB and assigned to the service of the Representation.

“Governing bodies of the EIB” means the Board of Governors, the Board of Directors
and the Management Committee of the EIB.

“Head of the Representation” means the principal official of the Representation,
appointed by the EIB, including any official appointed to perform the principal official's
duties during his/her absence.

“Family Member” means (i) the spouse or the life partner officially recognised as such
by the EIB; (ii) the child(ren) and (iii) any other family member, officially recognised
as a dependant by the EIB.

“Property and Assets of the Representation” means all property and assets vested by
the EIB in the Representation or acquired by the Representation to the Republic of

North Macedonia.

“Premises of the Representation” means the building or parts of a building and the land,
irrespective of ownership, used for the official purposes of the Representation. It also
includes the residence in the Republic of North Macedonia of the Head of the
Representation as well as of any other expatriated agent assigned by the EIB to the
Representation.

“Protocol on the Privileges and Immunities of the European Union” means the
Protocol n°7 as annexed to the Treaty on the European Union and Treaty on the
Functioning of the European Union.

“Representation” means the Representation of the EIB to the Republic of North
Macedonia and includes the principal office in Skopje, and any additional office that
may be established with the explicit approval of the Republic of North Macedonia in
other locations in the Republic of North Macedonia.
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Article 2

. The Republic of North Macedonia agrees to the establishment, within the territory of
the Republic of North Macedonia, of the Representation. This Representation is
intended to ensure accomplishment of the activities of the EIB in the Republic of North

Macedonia.

. The functions performed by the Representation concern all activities carried out by the
EIB, pursuant to its Statute and the EIB’s objectives in general, in accordance with
European Union policies.

Article 3

. In the territory of the Republic of North Macedonia, the EIB has legal personality,
pursuant to Article 7 of the Framework Agreement.

. The EIB has full legal capacity and in particular capacity to conclude contracts, acquire
and dispose of immovable and movable property and be a party to any judicial or
administrative proceedings and also to carry out any other activity provided for in its
Statute or directly pursuing the objectives laid down in its Statute.

Article 4

. The Property and Assets and Premises of the Representation, of any kind whatsoever,
regardless of where they are located and in whose possession they are, including the
Archives of the Representation, shall be exempt from any kind of intrusion, search,
confiscation, requisition, expropriation or any form of control or attachment by any
administrative, legislative or judicial act.

. The Republic of North Macedonia shall adopt all necessary measures to protect the
Premises of the Representation against any intrusion or damage and any act intended to
upset public order within the Premises of the Representation on the same terms as those
afforded to diplomatic missions accredited to the Republic of North Macedonia. The
EIB shall in due time pass to the Republic of North Macedonia the requisite information
concerning the situation and characteristics of the Premises of the Representation.

Article §

. The EIB may keep at its disposal in the territory of the Republic of North Macedonia
all manner of funds and currencies of any kind and undertake any financial transaction,
including the operations of bank accounts in any currency, intended for the attainment
of the objectives of the Representation in accordance with the provisions of the present
Agtreement.




. The EIB shall enjoy freedom to transfer its funds and currencies, both within the

Republic of North Macedonia and from one country to another, and to convert any
currency in its possession. [t shall likewise be exempt from customs duties and taxes,
prohibitions and restrictions on the import and export of the assets and objects,
including official motor vehicles owned by the EIB for the Representation, required for
the pursuit of its activities, subject to the provisions of the internal rules on diplomatic
privileges and immunities.

. The EIB, its income, property and assets, and likewise the operations and transactions

carried out by it in accordance with its Statute, shall be exempt from

all manner of taxation and customs duties. 1t shall likewise be exempt from any form
of direct taxation, any liability relating to the payment, retention or collection of any
tax, levy or duty.

Article 6

. In the territory of the Republic of North Macedonia, the EIB, the Representation, its

Agents and Employees who are not nationals of the Republic of North Macedonia and
the members of the Governing bodies of the EIB, as well as the Family Members of the
abovementioned persons, shall, in accordance with the provisions of the 1961 Vienna
Convention on Diplomatic relations, enjoy the same privileges and immunities as those
granted to diplomatic missions accredited to the Republic of North Macedonia the
heads thereof and the members of their staff as well as the members of their families. It
is hereby placed on record that, pursuant to Article 16 of the Protocol on the Privileges
and Immunities of the European Union, the Member States of the European Union and
of the EIB grant the same diplomatic privileges and immunities to the mission of the
Republic of North Macedonia to the European Union, the Head thereof, the members
of its staff as well as to the members of their families.

. The privileges and immunities granted by the Republic of North Macedonia in

accordance with the foregoing paragraph shall not be granted to employees of the
Representation who are nationals of the Republic of North Macedonia.

Article 7

. The Republic of North Macedonia shall recognise the laissez - passer issued by the

European Union to the Agents of the Representation, to other agents of the EIB visiting
the Republic of North Macedonia for the purposes of the Representation and to the
members of the Governing bodies of the EIB, in accordance with Article 6 of the
Protocol on the Privileges and Immunities of the European Union, as a valid travel

document.

. The Republic of North Macedonia aware of international aspects of the functions
attributed to the Representation which go beyond the territory of the Republic of North
Macedonia, shall facilitate entry to and departure from its national territory for all
persons who are invited to meetings, activities or work organised by the Representation.
The Parties may conclude specific agreements for that purpose. This provision is
without prejudice to the application of specific provisions related to national security

or public health.




Article 8

. The salary and other remuneration of the Agents and Employees of the Representation
who are not nationals of the Republic of North Macedonia shall be exempt from levies,
taxes, charges and social contributions, including subscriptions to social security
authorities for the services rendered to the EIB. This exemption shall not apply to
nationals of the Republic of North Macedonia, consultants or other persons providing
services to the Representation who are resident for tax purposes in the Republic of
North Macedonia.

. Agents, Employees of the Representation, as well as their Family Members, shall not
be exempt from dues and taxes on private income having its source in the Republic of
North Macedonia and capital taxes on investments made in commercial undertakings
in the Republic of North Macedonia.

. The Agents and Employees of the Representation who are not nationals of the Republic
of North Macedonia shall be exempt from taxes and customs duties on all objects of
personal use such as motor vehicles, household equipment and personal objects on the
same terms as diplomatic staff recognised in the Republic of North Macedonia, subject
to applicable provisions of the national legislation where such privileges are regulated.

. The Agents and Employees of the Representation who are not nationals of the Republic
of North Macedonia shall be entitled, during the exercise of their functions and
immediately after ceasing to perform them, to transfer funds in any currency outside
the Republic of North Macedonia, without restriction or limitation, provided that they
can prove legal possession of such funds.

. The EIB shall timely inform the Republic of North Macedonia of the identity of the
Agents and Employees of the Representation, as well as of their Family Members, to
whom the provisions of this Agreement apply.

Article 9

. For all matters not expressly provided for in the present Agreement and for the
interpretation thereof, the Parties agree to apply the 196/ Vienna Convention on
Diplomatic relations and the relevant provisions of international law.

. Any difference which may arise regarding the interpretation and application of the
provisions of this Agreement shall be the subject of consultation between the Partics
with a view to reaching an amicable settlement. In the extraordinary event that such
settlement is not possible within a reasonable period, the matter shall be referred to an
independent arbitrator designated by agreement between the Parties. Failing such
agreement as to the name of the arbitrator within a period of one month, the latter shall
be appointed by the Secretary General of the Permanent Court of Arbitration in The
Hague. Such arbitration, the award resulting from which shall be binding, shall be
conducted in accordance with the legal provisions applicable to the Permanent Court of
Arbitration of The Hague.
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Article 10

1. The present Agreement shall enter into force on the date of receipt by the EIB of the
notice given by the Republic of North Macedonia confirming completion of the internal
procedures, and especially ratification, required in the Republic of North Macedonia
for definitive approval of the present Agreement.

2. The Parties may amend the present Agreement by mutual consent, formalised by means
of written communications. The amendments shall enter into force in accordance with
paragraph 1 of this article.

3. The present Agreement shall be of indefinite duration unless either of the Parties, by
giving written notice, decides to avail itself of the power to repudiate it. In any such
case, the Agreement shall remain in force for six months following the date of receipt
of the notice of repudiation.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned, duly authorised to this effect, have signed this
Agreement, written in two originals each in Macedonian language and in the English
language, both texts being authentic. In case of differences in interpretation, the English
text shall prevail.

Done at Skopje this 12" day of November in the year two thousand and twenty-five (2025).
